IMPLIMENTE KLUB

‘n Paar van ons oumotorklublede is ook trekker entoesiaste 
en as sulks het ons aanklank gevind by die Suid-Kaap 
Veteraan Trekker en Implente Klub. Ek het dit al voorheen in 
‘n kort artikel in Die SPANNER gesê en sê dit weer- ‘n 
TREKKER iS LEKKER. Dis maklik en lekker om aan hom te 
werk want jy staan langs hom. Jy hoef nie onder die 
masjienkap in te duik of onder sy pens in te sukkel  nie. Die 
veteran trekker is suiwer meganies en het geen ingewikkelde 
draadwerk of elektroniese fieterjasies nie, behalwe sy 
magneto. Wat ‘n wonderlike gevoel is dit om op sy rug te klim 
en beheer oor te neem oor so ‘n masiewe kragbron. 
 
Suid-Kaap Veteraan Trekker en Implente Klub bestaan al ses 
jaar en sy ledetal is tans 32. Gedurende die paar jaar wat ek 
lid was van hierdie klub het ek groot agting en respek vir die 
manne van die klub vekry. Die voorsitter is Herman Giliomee 
van Heidelberg en die sekretaris is Kitty van Schalkwyk van 
Riversdal. ‘n Uitstaande kenmerk van die klub is die 
entoesiasme van sy lede. Hulle aktiwiteite begin vroeg elke 
jaar met die algemene jaarvergadering by Kobus Groenewld 
se werkswinkel en trekker museum naby Stilbaai. Na die 
vergadering word verversings bedien en vleis en wors 
gebraai. Om Kobus se versameling veteraan trekkers en 
plaasimplimente te besigtig is alreeds ‘n belewenis. 
 
Sodra die winterreëns begin val, hou die klub ‘n ploegdag. 
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Dan word ‘n groot land met die veteraantrekkers en 
ploegimplemente omgeploeg. Mits die tyd dit toelaat. Vind 
daar ook trekkerspeletjies en kompetisies plaas. Hierdie is ‘n 
groot bron van prêt en vermaak vir deelnemers sowel as 
toeskouers. Die ploegdag word later in die jaar opgevolg met 
‘n oesdag. Dan val die klem weer op implimente wat gebruik 
word vir die insameling van oeste. 
 
Die afgelope paar jaar het die klub elke jaar ‘n pretrit met die 
veteraantrekkers gereël. Die eerste een was na Witsand en 
op die rit het hulle met die pont by Malgas oor die Breërivier 
gegaan. Daar het hulle op een van die lede se plaas oornag 
en die volgende dag weer terug na Riversdal gery. In 2005 
was die pretrit na Warmwaterberg oor die Garciapas, met 
Brandrivier op tot by Barrydale en daarvandaan met die 
Tradouwspas terug na Heidelberg. 
 
Die trekker leen hom uitstekend vir bergpasse. Hierdie jaar 
het Christo Terblanche van Lone Tree Farm, Mosselbaai ‘n 
trekker preterit in die George, Oudtshoorn en Mosselbaai 
omgewing gereël. Op 14 September 2006 het die manne met 
twaalf trekkers vanaf Lone Tree farm vertrek. Die eerste dag 
was oor die Robinsonpas tot by ‘n plaas aan die 
Oudtshoornkant van die berg waar hulle oornag het. Op 
Oudtshoorn het hulle ‘n goeie ontvangs gehad. Die 
bugermeester het hulle verwelkom en borge het hulle van 
brandstof voorsien. Daarvandaan is hulle met die 
Heimersrivierpad deur Paardepoort tot by Herold waar hulle 
weer oornag het. Die derde skof was oor die Montagupas tot 
in George. Dit is die eerste keer dat ‘n trekkerkonfooi oor die 
Montagupas beweeg het 
 
Vanaf George het hulle met die grondpaaie deur 
Outeniqualand teruggery tot by Lone Tree Farm waar die 
trekkers weer op sleepwaens gelaai is. Almal het die rit baie 
geniet en selfs die ligte reën oor die laaste paar kilometer kon 
die geesdrif nie demp nie. 
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Lede van die veteraan trekker klub ondersteun ons elke jaar 
by geleentheid van ons Oumotorskou. Die Terblanche gesin 
van van Lone Tree farm bring nie alleen hulle trekkers na die 
skou nie maar hulle ry ook die kindertjies rond met trekker en 
sleepwa. Die trekker klub ondersteun ook die jaarlikse 
landbou skoue op verskeie dorpe in die Suid-Kaap. 
 
Die werklike groot saamtrek van veteraan trekkers en 
implimente word elke jaar in die Wes-Kaap gehou. Verlede 
jaar was die skou by kleinplasie naby Worcester en vanjaar 
was dit by Agter Paarl. Hulle noem dit die Wes-Kaap skou. 
Wat daar alles plaasvind is te veel om op te noem. 
 
Graag wil ek aanbeveel dat daar nouer samewerking en 
omgang tussen ons klublede en hierdie entoesiastiese trekker 
lede moet plaasvind. Hopelik sal hulle entoesiasme 
aansteeklik vir ons lede wees.

This past week I spent a day at Auto Africa in Johannesburg. 
The number and selection of cars and pick-ups available to 
buyers these days is mind-blowing! This raises some 
interesting thoughts as to how the importers are able to stock 
spares for all the fully imported vehicles that keep pouring into 
the country. I know that there is some degree of commonality 
with different models from the same manufacturer, but I am 
sure that no car has a 100% availability of spares off the 
shelf.  So they must have to rely  on quick air  deliveries  from 
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overseas for many parts. 
 
It seems that the way that cars are sold now has also 
changed, if my recent experience with a luxury German car 
dealer is the norm: 18 months’ delivery if you order a car to 
your specifications, but if you are prepared to take a long list 
of unwanted and expensive options, the wait can be just a 
few weeks. Alternatively, a second hand vehicle with a few 
hundred kms on the clock is available for R60,000 more than 
the new  price! A sun roof is standard for a new car ordered. 
Never mind that the rest of the world can have the car without 
it. But the pricing of the second hand model shows the sun 
roof as an “extra” to justify the higher price. I guess that the 
legion of first-time buyers of these luxury cars don’t care a 
hoot about price just as long as they get a car in a hurry. Oh 
how the manufacturers are creaming it here!  
 
Recently the Citizen had a comparison of how our prices 
compared with the USA and other markets. All in all we are 
paying more than we should. Mercs cost on average 50% 
more here than in the US, and BMWs about 40% more. What 
is surprising is that a 3 series made in SA and sold in the US 
is about 30% cheaper there. How that works I don’t know, 
and I am sure that BMW won’t say. Porsche is about 104% 
more here. That’s a lot of money, but where does it go? To 
the government on taxes, and in greater profits to the dealer? 
Who knows? 
 
The problem of exporting cars has still not been clarified 
completely, but it appears that only vehicles with some 
historic connections to SA, or alternatively vehicles that are 
the only one of their type in the country will be stopped. 
Application forms to export are available from SAHRA. Of 
course a fee is payable for the application. 
 
The Studebaker Club  had its annual show last  week at Jan 
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Smuts House in Irene. A small show, but often some 
surprising and interesting vehicles arrive. The Smuts Cadillac 
limo is still there with Government garage number plates and 
parked under cover. It’s a pity to see it in that neglected state. 
Maybe the Studebaker Club members should give it a polish 
before next year’s show. The simplicity of the house and 
grounds belies the number of famous people who have 
stayed there or visited it. Royalty, leaders of many countries 
and others have been hosted there. Wonderful to see his 
study and library as it was.  It is now partitioned off with glass 
so that nothing can be touched.  He slept on a simple steel 
bed on an open veranda. Oh how times have changed, with 
modern politicians here in Kwa Zulu Natal only content with 
the best 5 star hotels, and accommodation in rented 
properties at over R20,000  per month!
