Most
vehicles were sold off when Harrah died, but about 250
remain in new and modern premises and it is now called the
National Automobile Museum . The Jerrari is one of the cars
still in the collection.

On my way home via Port Elizabeth | paid a visit to the St
Croix Museum another private collection and a home for
many other cars belonging to local enthusiasts. What
interested me was the number of younger members working
on their cars and being supervised by older and experienced
people. This is what is needed to make the young interested
and taught about the older cars. No mechanic that has
recently qualified has any conception of how to diagnose a
problem without a computer hookup. | wonder how many
even know that water pumps from a few years back can be
rebuilt.
