Braai at Saasveld — Sunday 27 ™ May 2007

People seem to immerse themselves in the old car movement for
as many reasons as there are members. I'm an historian by
training and it's the car’s place in history that grabs me. When the
real petrol heads start rattling off about the finer technical details of
the workings and innards of the engine types, models, cylinder
capacities, con rods, big bearings, end bearings, and so on, my
eyes glaze over. | have decided in future to record one relevant
detail for that day and try to work that into my understanding of the
technicalities of cars in general. When the car was built, how it
relates to other cars in the market at the time or how bewildered
employees clambered through the chaotic twisted wreckage of
what remained of the bombed Daimler Benz, B.M.W., and Opel
factories in 1945 to start all over again — now that gets me going!

Street rendezvous to meet those who were bok for a cavalcade,
albeit a small one, through the back streets of George. Mike
explained that the outing was a substitute for the one that was
meant to have taken place earlier in the month.

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KOLLIG OP JOHAN (JOLLY) OOSTHUIZEN —
Die man in en bo die wolke.

Deur Charles van 2yl

Johannes Matheus Oosthuizen het vir 33 jaar lank die meeste
van sy tyd as vlieénier bo en in die wolke deurgebring.
Wanneer hy nie in ‘n vliegtuig of helikopter was nie, het hy
homself in motors uitgeleef. Mooi motors, kragtige motors,
vinnige motors, eksotiese motors duur motors — die lot.

Waar die gemiddelde motorentoesias ongeveer 35 motors in
sy leeftyd besit, het Johan tien keer soveel gehad. Sy getal
staan al naby aan 350. Die motorgier het Johan waarskynlik
van sy ouma geérf. Sy was so erg oor kragtige vinnige
motors. Hy onthou nog die keer toe hy as vierjarige seuntjie
saam met sy ouma Kaapstad toe gery het in haar twaalf
silinder 1939 V12 Lincoln Zephyr. Tussen De Aar en
Beaufort-Wes het die pad langs die treinspoor geloop. ‘n
Lokomotief van die soort met die groot dryfwiele het in
dieselfde rigting as hulle gery en ‘n jaagtog tussen die twee
het ontstaan. Johan se ouma het voor langs die bestuurder
gesit en Johan het agter die rugleuning gestaan. Die Lincoln
Zephyr het so aan die 100 m.p.u. geraak.

Later in sy lewe het oumotors en veteraan trekkers ook ‘n
faktor in Johan se lewe geword.

Toe Johan in 1938 gebore is, het sy ouers op die plaas
Brakfontein — so 32 km vanaf Vrede in die Vrystaat geboer.
Sy pa het die Ferguson (Vaaljapie) trekkers gehad en vanaf
sy kinderdae het Johan trekker bestuur. Hy het baie kere
dwarsdeur die nag geploeg en dagbreek neem hy sy fiets en
ry na die plaasskool op Roadside. Vandag besit Johan nie
minder nie as 5% Vaaljapie trekkers plus nog ‘n veteraan

Nadat hy in 1956 aan die hoérskool Vrede matrikuleer het,
het sy diensplig begin en is hy toegewys vir vliegopleiding by
Dunotter. Daar het sy Lugmagloopbaan begin. Na een jaar
het hy volle Harvard vlieénier geword. In 1960 vorder hy tot
Harvard Instrukteur. Toe kwalifiseer hy en ‘n paar van sy
mede-vlieéniers om na die universiteit op Stellenbosch te
gaan ten einde die B. Mil. graad te verwerf.

Terwyl Johan met sy studies besig was, het die noodlot ‘n
ernstige ingryping in sy lewe gemaak. Hy en ‘n paar maats is
na die renbaan by Eersterivier om hulle held Vic Proctor in
aksie te sien. Een van die renjaers het beheer oor sy motor
verloor en tussen die toeskouers ingejaag. Drie mense is
dood en Johan is ernstig beseer. Sy linker been was vergruis.
Die doktors het net gewag vir toestemming van Johan se
ouers om die been te amputeer. Toevallig was daar ‘n
spesialis van Engeland wat uitgevlieg is om die Hoof van die
Vloot te opereer en die dokter het toe ook aandag aan Johan
gegee. Die spesilis het gedoen wat die ander doktors nie voor
kans gesien het nie. Hy het die vergruisde been weer
opgebou. Na 14 operasies en 18 maande in gips was Johan
weer op die been. Sy B. Mil graad was daarmee heen en sy
loopbaan as vlieénier was ernstig in gedrang. Hy is na
Pretoria verplaas waar hy as Lugmag-Klerk diens gedoen het.

Namate sy been aangesterk het, het die roepstem van die
wolke ook sterker geword. Johan het weer ‘n vlieg-mediese
toets ondergaan en geslaag. Hy het sy status as
kandidaatoffisier teruggekry en was weer Harvard vlieénier. In
1960 vorder hy tot Harvard Instrukteur. ‘n Jaar later word hy
helikopter vlieénier en vorder tot Instrukteur. ‘n Groot eer het
Johan in 1969 te beurt geval toe hy en ‘n ander Instrukteur na
Frankryk gestuur is vir ‘n oriénteringskursus in die Puma
helikopters wat destyds ingebring is.

Daar was destyds drie soorte helikopters naamlik die klein

Alouette, die groter Puma en die heel groot Super Frelon.
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Johan was bevelvoerder van die Helikopter
Aanpassingseenheid op Ysterplaat naby Kaapstad.

Toe die grensoorlog in Angola uitbreek, het die man van
Vrede ‘n man van Oorlog geword. Johan kan egter nie oor die
bosoorlog praat nie. Dit is wel ‘n bekende feit dat die
helikopter ‘n groot rol in die oorlog gespeel het. Dit was ‘n
troepedraer, ambulans en ook ‘n gevegseenheid. Veral in lug
tot grond gevegte. Omdat die helikopter ‘n maklike teiken vir
geweer-, masjiengeweer- en kanonvuur sowel as vir missiele
was, is helikoptervlugte meestal in die nag uitgevoer.
Wanneer ‘n helikopter net bokant die boomtoppe beweeg,
kan die vyandelike radarskerms dit nie optel en kan die
vlieénier sy bestemming bereik. Hoe die vlieéniers dit
reggekry het om so laag in die nagtelike duisternis te vlieg, is
ook ‘n militére geheim. Johan was in baie gevaarsituasies en
hy het talle noodlandings uitgevoer gedurende die oorlog.
Hoofsaak is egter dat hy oorleef het, ten spyte van die feit dat
hy dikwels getref is.

Na die oorlog was Johan tweede in bevel van die Puma
Eskader en daarna in bevel van die Frelon Eskader. Sedert
1982 was hy verbonde aan die Vliegveiligheid Eenheid by
Hoofkwartier waar hy gemoeid was met die ondersoek van
alle vliegongelukke. Daarna was hy Senior Stafoffisier op alle
Transport Vliegtuie gevolg deur Senior Stafoffisier van
Transport Vliegtuig projekte. Hy was later betrokke by die die
Rooivalk en Oryx Helikopters tot en met sy aftrede in 1992.

Die helikopter speel ook ‘n baie groot rol in vredestydse
reddingsoperasies. Johan was persoonlik betrokke by die
1981 Laingsburg vioed waarin 114 persone gesterf het. Hy
het ook gehelp om die bemanning van die Seafarer wat by
Seepunt op die rotse gestrand het van die skip af te haal.
Verder was hy betrokke by oor-grens reddingsoperasies —

veral in Mosambiek.
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Johan was getroud met Anita Groenewald. Hulle het drie
seuns en een dogter. Anita is in 2000 oorlede. Johan is die
oupa van agt kleinkinders.

Nadat Johan sy eggenote verloor het, het hy sy huis in
Hoekwil verkoop en ‘n wooneenheid by die Jacobz Aftree
Oord, Hoekwil aangekoop. Daar het hy baie vriende asook ‘n
spesiale vreindin Leonie. Hy dien ook op die Bestuurskomitee
van die oord.

Ek het reeds melding gemaak van Johan se versameling
veteraan trekkers. By geleentheid van ons Klub se
Oumotorskou in 1998 het Johan daar opgedaag met een van
sy gerestoureerde Vaaljapie trekkers.

The
weather was glorious and the park was not so over-crowded as to
make it difficult to see and appreciate all the vehicles. Behind every
successful event is a band of loyal and hard-working members who
make the show possible. This is the core of the movement, persons
of all ages who do not necessarily have the nice cars or collections.
In fact some have no collectable vehicles at all. But still they give
freely of their time and effort.

Anyone walking around a show such as this will notice that the
younger persons are attracted to the hot rods and the modified
more modern vehicles. This sector of enthusiasts is defiantly out-
numbering the veteran and vintage collectors. Some of the vehicles
exhibited by the local people who are not members of recognized
clubs were well presented and of a very high standard. A 5 series
BMW that had been turned into a bakkie was a very well
engineered conversion.

Every time a hot car was started the crowds collected around it 4
and 5 deep to see what all the commotion and noise was about.
For the past few years we have had on show a lovely old Le
France with a partly finished body and its massive 6 cylinder
engine with short stubby exhausts. From time to time the owner
would start this beast, and the crowds would come running. It was
impossible to get near the machine in spite of the noise.

Perhaps organizers should get selected vehicles started during the
day in contrast to the noisy ones. Perhaps they should let the
spectators try and hear whether a well-tuned straight 8 Buick or

Packard is actually running.
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| was fortunate to have been able to spend some time in the USA
recently. One of the highlights was 2 visits to the Imperial Palace
car collection in Las Vegas. This showroom on the 5th floor of the
Casino complex houses over 200 cars at any time. Most of the
vehicles are for sale. | have never seen so many special bodied
cars on Rolls and Bentley chassis. The surprising thing to me was
that the asking prices for the Bentleys were far greater than for the
Rolls. Fifties Mercedes coupes and roadsters are very high- priced.
Jaguar sports are all at the lower end of the market, being about
one quarter of the prices of Aston Martins of the same age.
Amongst all these fine cars were 2 VW beetles. A very low mileage
black one was sold for $20,000 between my visits. Another 1968
model in very nice condition had an asking price of $14,500. So the
lesson to be learned is: don't let those early Beetles and Combis all
be exported as is happening now!

The price leaders are now the muscle cars of the late sixties and
early seventies. If you want a 1970 Dodge Charger with a factory
fitted big hemi and matching numbers you will get no change from
$400,000. To try and regain the car you missed in your youth, say
an original Shelby Mustang 350 GT with full documentation, be
prepared to spend up to a million dollars, and for a 1957 Chev
convertible, about $175,000.

One of the best looking Lincolns was the late fifties Continental
Mark 2. A magnificent example in 2 tones of pale green was on
sale for $145,000. | really fancied this car from the first one | ever
saw in Johannesburg in the early sixties. | used to often see it in
Eloff Street.

RM auctions had an auction recently. | was able to see some of it
on TV. The prices for veterans and vintage cars cannot compare
with the muscle cars. A 1967 Shelby Cobra with the 427 engine, all
original, sold for $1.3 million, and a plain Cobra with small block
V8, $400,000. A RR Ghost from 1911 could only get $700,000. The
star of the auction, a 1971 Plymouth Cuda convertible, one of only
11 made, with the big block 426 Hemi, sold for a staggering $2.2
million. For that price you could have had the RR, a Darrin bodied
Packard, and a Ruxton, as well as Roosevelt's presidential Lincoln,

and still been able to pay the auctioneer's fees!
