KLAARSTROOM VETERAN RUN

Every year when it is time for the George Old Car Show , a
contingent of brave veteran enthusiasts hit the road a few days
early to enjoy the sights and surroundings of the Southern Cape
and Garden Route, on their way to the Show. This annual trek to
the show has grown into a popular organised event over the last
three years and is becoming a major feature leading to the start of
the show. It also generates significant publicity for the George Old
Car Show. Veteran owners from as far as Pietermaritzburg,
Pretoria and Cape Town participate annually.

In 2005 about twelve cars gathered at Great Brak River on the
Friday preceding the show and drove in convoy to the Show venue.
In 2006 our club Secretary organised the event with about twenty
cars gathering in Prince Albert on the Thursday before the show.
Early on the Friday the cars made their way through Meirings Poort
and Oudtshoorn to the show grounds at PW Botha College. The
distance covered was about 175 km. This year the event started in
Klaarstroom, just north of Meirings Poort where about 22 old cars,
mostly veterans gathered on the Thursday afternoon.

The entire village of Klaarstroom was occupied by the group who
were treated to the hospitality of guesthouse owners, Jeremy and
Sharon Witts-Hewinson. The whole village was abuzz with lots of
excitement and had a festive atmosphere. After a Karoo braai and
information session some of the guys (and girls!!) took to the warm
pool to cool down before going to bed somewhere deep into the
night.

Early the next morning after breakfast Hennie Pienaar’'s Taxi
arrived from George with designated drivers to take back the ten or
so tow cars and trailers. At around 08:00 the group set off from
Klaarstroom and stopped for a photo shoot in Meirings Poort. This
was quite a magnificent sight to see so many veteran cars at one
time gathered in the parking area at the waterfall. From there the
convoy continued to Oudtshoorn where the local Ford Garage

owner treated all to a light snack and something to drink.
Incidentally, the same garage was visited last year as well, by what
was at that stage believed to be the largest number of Model T
Fords at any one time. No less than seven T's were on the trip last
year. This year was a different story when no less than twelve
Model T Fords participated in the run.

From Oudsthoorn it was on to lunch at Eight Bells in the Robinson
Pass near Mossel Bay. After topping up the radiators and
tightening a few nuts and bolts, it was on to George again and the
closer we got to George the more threatening the weather became.
Soon it started raining and the drivers and passengers in open cars
were in for a thorough shower. This was aggravated by the fact that
the traffic department of George led the convoy of veterans through
the town at a snails pace, and that in peak traffic as well. All arrived
safely at the PW Botha College, albeit somewhat drenched after a
thoroughly enjoyable trip of close to 200 km.

This “Veteran Run” on the Friday before the Show has become an
annual event and is thoroughly enjoyed by all while having the
opportunity to drive their beautiful veteran cars through some of the
most spectacular scenery in the country. A decision has however,
been made not to hold the run in 2008 due to the fact that most
owners would prefer to preserve their cars for the upcoming S.A.
Model T Ford Tour to be held in September 2008. This tour is
being organised by the Southern Cape Old Car Club and will
cover a distance of about 750 km in the Garden Route area
between George, Plettenberg Bay, Mossel Bay and Oudtshoorn.

I must congratulate Philip Kuschke on a well-organised and most
enjoyable event, and | am sure that all the veteran owners will be
back again in 2009.

Dit is tyd dat Klublede nader kennis maak met die man wat
die SPANNER maak, Phillip Rosser en ook met sy eggenote
Amanda.

Phillip het die SPANNER fabriek in Desember 2004 by my
oorgeneem en sederdien het die SPANNER ‘n metamorfose
ten goede ondergaan. Alles is gerekenariseer en
gemoderniseer. Die rekenaartegnologie het meegebring dat
die tydskrif met talle kleurfotos versier kon word sonder
buitensporige koste en so het Phillip die tydskrif prentjiemooi
gemaak.

Phillip is ‘n Durbaniet van geboorte maar het sy skoolonderrig
by Pretoria Boy's High School voltooi. Na voltooiing van
militére diensplig by Potchefstroom het hy by die
Departement van Waterwese in Pretoria begin werk. Sy werk
het verband gehou met watersuiwering en dit het hom

aangespoor om verder in hierdie rigting te studeer en hy het
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‘n Diploma in Industriéle Mikrobiologie verwerf. Na
Waterwese het hy ‘n betrekking as Mikrobioloog by Eskom
aanvaar waar hy tien jaar lank gewerk het. Toe het daar by
hom en Amanda ‘n behoefte ontstaan om weg te kom van die
gejaagde stadslewe. ‘n Geleentheid het onstaan vir ‘n
betrekking by PetroSA (vroéer bekend as Mossgas) ontstaan
en Philip het dit aangegryp. Einde 1990 het hy die
waterlaboratorium by Mossgas aan die gang gesit en nadat
hy sowat vyf jaar in die laboratorium gewerk het, is hy
oorgeskuif na die Proses Ingenieurs Afdeling. Hy is nou meer
met ingenieurs aspekte gemoeid maar steeds met
watersuiwering en stoom- en kragopwekking.

Omdat die Rossers George as woonplek verkies het bo
Mosselbaai, ry Phillip nou 135 kilometer per dag werk toe en
terug. Hy en ‘n kollega maak egter beurte om te ry en so
doen Phillip elke tweede dag die rywerk.

In die geledere van die SKOMK het Phillip vinnig opgang
gemaak. Hy is redakteur van die SPANNER, komiteelid, lid
van die Skou reélingskomitee en hy dien ook op die
reélingskonitee vir die S.A. Model T Ford Tour . “Waar het
jou liefde vir oumotors vandaan gekom?” wou ek van Phillip
weet. Hy sé dat hy nooit eintlik blootstelling aan oumotors
gehad het nie maar hy dink dat die liefde vir hulle inherent in
meeste mense is. Selfs toe hy nog ‘n kind was het ‘n “outydse
karretjie” op die pad altyd sy aandag getrek en in ‘n mate
gefassineer. Die vonk het egter ontstaan toe Dr Mike
Alexander sy 1936 Chev vir Phillip en Amanda aangebied het
vir die 2002 Olyffees uitstappie in Prins Albert. Hulle het die rit
so geniet dat hulle kort daarna by die Klub aangesluit het.
Amanda het self geluide gemaak dat sy ook ‘n oumotor wou
besit.

Sonder Amanda se wete het Phillip begin rondkyk vir iets
besonders wat darem nie te oud is nie want die kar moet

geskik wees vir alledaagse gebruik. Hy verneem toe van ‘n

So teen elfuur die aand toe
hy by die huis kom maak hy vir Amanda wakker en sé “kom
kyk wat staan hier buite”. Dit was vir haar ‘n wonderike
verrassing.

Phillip wou vir hom ook ‘n MGA koop maar kon nie een kry
nie. Toe koop hy ‘n MGB en dit is nou sy vervoermiddel na sy
werk en terug.

SAVVA — Technical Tip No.1
Who needs a Fire Extinguisher?

Most of us rarely carry a fire extinguisher — although there’s no
excuse for not doing so as most of us have a shelf full of them — we
were however reminded of the wisdom of carrying one very
recently.

At a recent club meeting we watched the arrival of a magnificent
Ford Thunderbird convertible. The owner obviously had a problem,
as once in the grounds he pulled off the road onto the grass verge.
Evidently, the problem was binding brakes and he had battled to
get to his destination. What he didn’t realize was that the automatic
transmission had overheated to the extent that when he stopped,
the fluid shot out the dipstick/filler pipe all over the engine and onto
the long dry grass below.

He got out of the car and as he opened the bonnet to see what was
going on the whole lot went up in flames. By standers desperately
tried to push the car off the burning grass but by now the brakes
were jammed tight and it wouldn’'t move. The owner started the car
and tried to reverse it but the transmission was also a “ho go”. By
then the flames from the grass were engulfing the engine

compartment.
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Fortunately, there was a Sunbeam Alpine parked close by who's
owner had just returned from a National Rally in the Drakensberg
and still had the obligatory fire extinguisher in the boot. He didn’t
know if it worked or not (naughty) — but grabbed it and while
running read the instructions, pulled out pin, and Walla it worked -
depositing white powder all over the engine and grass under the
car — FIRE OUT.
