As this is the last newsletter of my tenure | would like to give
my thoughts on the collecting of old cars in the future. The
cut-off date for old vehicles eligible for SAVVA events has
always been a source of aggravation to some. Should it be
20, or 30, or more years? | honestly feel that this will only be
of academic interest in the future. Very few of the vehicles
built after 1980 will ever get to be 40 years old. Obviously a
few of the very expensive cars will survive like Porsche,
Ferrari, Jaguar, Aston, Mercedes Benz and possibly a few
others. | am referring to the mass produced cars that were
sold after 1980 and are still on the roads today. So what will
survive, and what is worth collecting now, (if and when they
can be found)?. Top of my list is the Mercedes 123 series,
especially the 230E, made until 1986, as well as the
equivalent E and S class models. These are fine cars, well
built, and can still be repaired at home.

Then there is the VW Golf. Try and buy an early one. Many
parts are common with the new models so this should provide
cheap motoring well into the future. The Toyota Corolla,
Cressida and Hilux are also worthwhile. Many spares are
available, but rust is a problem at the coast. The Nissan 1400
bakkie will be around for years. There are still some early
ones available upcountry, but they are getting very rare. A
few of the Ford rear wheel drive cars may survive.

The vehicle that the Franschoek Motor Museum should get, is
in my opinion, the most important vehicle in SA motoring
history. The one whose drivers we all hate! The one and only
Toyota 16 seat Hi-ace, now known as the Siyaya 16S. This
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vehicle is being replaced, so it won't be long before they are
history. Before then one at least should be preserved in a
museum.

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SAVVA TECHNICAL TIP No 9

A POSSIBLE FIX FOR OVERHEATING?

A few years ago | purchased a car that had overheating
problems - especially in very warm weather. It never got hot
enough to loose water but the heat gauge went way up above
normal to just below the red mark.

| went to the spares shop and bought a few bottles of radiator
cleaner — I've never had much faith in this stuff but had to
start somewhere. At the same time | replaced the thermostat -
still overheating.

Off | went to a friend who has a very well equipped workshop
including a very fancy “doofy” for cleaning radiators. It's half a
45 gallon drum full of what looks like soapy water attached to
a large swimming pool pump. They attach one pipe from the
pump to the bottom of the radiator and the other from the top
of the radiator back into the drum. You have never seen so
much junk come out of a radiator — including a 5/8 nut and a
few washers — | kid you not! After an hour the brown sludge
had cleared and good old H20 was circulating through the
system. Off | went knowing my problem had been solved —
but, it was still getting hot.

The next move would be to take the radiator out — a major
task with this car. As winter was on us | shelved any further
thoughts of radiator removal, it could wait until next summer.
Well summer is just around the corner and | discussed my
problem with a highly knowledgeable club member, one of
those people | must admit has a brilliant analytical technical
mind. He suggested “seeing it doesn’t loose water, have you

ever considered the fact you could have a faulty sender unit
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in the block - keep in mind the car is over 40 years old”

What a stupid thing to suggest. However, | noticed my little
old sports car had the same “Smiths” sender unit so |
swopped them over and guess what — the overheating
problem has gone away. My little old sports car now has an
overheating problem. The question is - do | admit to my friend
he was right? I'll have to give that some serious thought — it
could cost me a drink or three.

Addendum to technical tip

Further to the heating problem one thing that is quite common
and overlooked is if the top tank is removed for cleaning or
recore, the top baffle plates are not put back, or less are. This
then does not break the water down as it enters from the top
hose so as to let the water cover the whole core and the
water goes down the centre of the core mainly. This means
that the whole radiator is not cooling but only a small
percentage of it. Once the correct baffles are in place it stops
the vehicle from pushing water out. After first hearing about
this and passing it on to people it has helped a good few
people out.
